Political campaigns or organizations that exist to influence legislation and voting
Organizations that discriminate against any group; organizations suspected of (or known to be) engaging in criminal, terrorist, or other illicit behavior
Affiliated organizations of national or international non-profits unless the affiliated organization operates under an independent business license and has a local budget under $1,000,000.
Religious organizations, unless particular programs benefiting a large portion of a community without regard to religious affiliation are offered and these do not duplicate the work of other agencies in the community.
