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TURN AROUND SCHOLARSHIP FUND

GUIDELINES AND 2010 APPLICATION
About the Scholarship:
The purpose of the Turn Around Scholarship Fund is to provide scholarships to deserving seniors who have been able to turn their lives around despite difficult home situations.  

The scholarship is made possible through the generous contributions of many in the community   including: Gladys E. Langroise Fund, Boise Sunrise Rotary Club, Heritage United, Joe’s Kids, Idaho Power, Meridian School District Counselors, Idaho Mountain Touring and individual donors. 

Selection Criteria:

Scholarship recipients will be selected on the following basis:

· Combined junior/senior GPA

· Financial need, as evidenced by the Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA), or other verification 

· Personal interview by scholarship committee

· One page written letter by applicant stating how they have turned their life around

· One reference letter from a school counselor, principal or teacher

· School counselor or principal will nominate one student from their high school to be considered for the Turn Around Scholarship

Eligibility:

To be eligible for consideration, the student must:
a) Be a graduating senior from a public high school in the Meridian Joint School District #2, or the Boise Independent School District.  
b) Have filed out and submitted a completed FAFSA form or other verification
c) Submit a completed application
Amount and Use:
· The amount of the scholarship is determined by the availability of the funds.  The number of scholarships awarded may vary from year to year.  

· Scholarships funds will be disbursed to the higher education institution and are contingent on evidence of enrollment; no distribution will be made directly to the recipients.  Funds from the scholarship are to be used for tuition and fees, book supplies, and associated room and board expenses.

Scholarship Application Procedure and Deadline: 

· Complete the application. 

· Submit a one page typed letter describing your personal challenges and how they have been addressed.
· One page reference letter from a teacher, principal or school counselor.
· Submit estimated family contribution (EFC) from FAFSA.

· Submit official high school transcript.  

The information supplied must be accurate and will be kept confidential by the Scholarship Selection Committee.
