Eligibility Requirements: 
 

 Limited to students that are pursuing a degree in a hospitality-related program at

 Limited to students graduating from an Idaho high school OR a student that has 

been employed in the hospitality industry in Idaho for a minimum of two years. 
 

 Decisions will primarily be made on the basis of the student’s sincere desire for 
further education and individual achievement, as evidenced through participation 
in outside interests and activities, leadership roles and/or work experience. 

 
 Note: GPA or academic standing shall not be the primary determinant. 

 
* Hospitality-related programs include (but are not limited to) the following: hotel/lodging, 
culinary/restaurants, entertainment/golf club, resort, business, and the travel and tourism 
industries.
